BAAV AWARD ALTERNATIVE PLAZA : 
DAF EEV ENGINES

As a first engine manufacturer DAF launches its EEV engines on the Chinese market  going a step further with regard to emissions reduction as all other engine manufacturers, whose target at this moment is the Euro 5 level, and the Chinese equivalent of this level.
However, DAF decided to offer to particularly Chinese bus and coach manufacturers their EEV engines. EEV stands for Enhanced Environmentally friendly Vehicles, the most severe mission standard there is worldwide at this moment, for internal combustion engines. This standard mandates an extremely low emission of particulates. The Paccar PR and MX engines, which DAF will offer to its Chinese partners, achieved even 25 percent below EEV standards in PM emission. For Chinese cities it would be a perfect extension of their tools to come to a cleaner inner-city environment, like it is in Europe. Therefore, the jury rewarded DAF with BAAV Award Alternative Plaza. 

BAAV AWARD BUS BUILDER OF THE YEAR:
DANDONG HUANGHAI BUS
One of oldest and most experienced bus manufacturers in the People’s Republic of China is Huanghai, established in 1951 and since those days active as a manufacturer, nowadays as part of the Liaoning Shuguang Automotive Group, which acquired Huanghai in November 2002. She invested 800 million RMB in a modernisation of the production lines, increasing the capacity to 6000 complete buses and 2000 chassis.

The company has also signed technology agreements with MAN of Germany and Iveco of Italy, which should lean among others to a new generation of low-floor city buses, particularly suitable for the Chinese urban area. 

During the past Huanghai created a number of firsts, for example the first Chinese-made bus with rear-mounted engine, the first air-suspended bus and the first low-floor citybus. For these achievements Huanghai is rewarded with the BAAV Award Bus Builder of the Year.
BAAV AWARD COACH BUILDER OF THE YEAR: 
YUTONG
Though Yutong is also strong in the field of bus building, she applied for the BAAV award of Coach Builder of the year. Reason: the company is a leading enterprise in this field, having held the top sales volume in China for seven consecutive years, but also being one of the  largest large- and medium-size bus manufacturers in the world. Marketing-wise Yutong is one of the most mature Chnese bus manufacturers. 

But the jury also took notice of the achievements by her in the bus segment. For example the order of 202 doubledeck buses from Skopje in Macedonia, which she recently won. 

Also recently, a Yutong electric bus ZK6126EGA9, 11.6-meter long, zero emission, low noise, was unveiled in Xinxiang City, and equipped with an own Yutong electric drive system, including electric power steering technology. The body of the Yutong electric bus ZK6126EGA9 has received an anti-corrosion treatment through electrophoresis, like all Yutong bus and coach bodies do. 

Other firsts by the company are the launching of the first 14-meter hybrid bus and the first gas-electric hybrid bus in China. Up to now, various hybrid electric vehicles and even one electric bus have been developed by Yutong. Added to their achievements as a coach manufacturer, the jury believes Yutong fully deserves the BAAV award of Coach Builder of the Year.
